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Preface

SNU Koreant was developed with the goal of improving Korean language skills among Korean learners in
an efficient and step-by-step manner, based on the extensive educational experience of the Seoul National
University Language Education Institute. This series is designed for learners and is meant to encourage proactive
learning in order to help Korean learners improve their speaking, listening, reading, and writing skills, as well as

their production and expression of the Korean language.

SNU Koreant Student’s Book 1A is intended for adult Korean learners who are new to the language to
start learning Korean with familiar topics and content through a regular course of approximately 200 hours of
classroom instruction. This textbook begins with a section on vocabulary that gives students the opportunity to
study and pick up on the meaning of specific phrases by presenting scenarios in which visuals are used to aid in

the understanding of the vocabulary.

Instead of including grammar and expressions like in the previous textbooks, a grammar explanation book
was created separately so that students could initially learn grammar and expressions from this book before

internalizing them through the activities in the Student’s Book.

By emphasizing speaking exercises, learners can apply their newly acquired grammar and vocabulary in real-
life situations. Additionally, listening and reading exercises are structured to go through the pre-mid-post stages
and incorporate practical conversations to enhance reading and listening. All speaking, listening, and reading

contents are presented in the textbook as audio files via QR codes so that learners can easily access them.

Writing is also divided into stages, allowing learners to improve their expressive skills through process-
oriented writing activities. Furthermore, the exercises in each unit have been enhanced by using a step-by-step
manner to achieve goals while considering authenticity and allowing learners to fully utilize the vocabulary and

grammar they learned in each unit.

The culture section utilizes illustrations and photos so that even beginning learners can easily grasp the
Korean culture. It contains content that is directly tied to real-life scenarios that are valuable for learners, as well

as intercultural content that allows them to actively participate in the dialogue.



Only essential pronunciations are shown so the learner can easily review them. Instructions, new vocabulary,
dialogue, grammatical explanations, and cultural elements are translated and presented in English for English-
speaking learners. The Korean consonants and vowels are provided in the form of a book-in-book for the

convenience of learners.

According to a Korean proverb, the first button on a shirt must be buttoned properly. Similar to how you will
appear sloppy if you do not correctly tighten the first button on your clothes, you should start learning Korean
on the right foot so that you will quickly learn the language without getting lost. Please make sure that your first
button is with SNU Korean*.

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SNU Korean* Student's Book 1A consists of Learning Hangeul and Units 1-8. Each unit has two lessons -

Lesson 1: Vocabulary, Speaking 1, 2, 3, Listening 1, 2, and Lesson 2: Vocabulary, Reading 1, 2, Writing,
Task, Culture, Pronunciation, and Self-Check. Each lesson amounts to 4 hours of classwork.
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The book is designed so that the learner can think about the topic of the lesson by looking at the
pictures and questions related to the topic of the unit. By understanding the questions and thinking
about the answers, the learner can activate their background knowledge and recognize learning
goals and subject matter.
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The target vocabulary selected for each topic is presented with pictures so the learner can infer the meaning. For the
beginning levels, English translation is provided to help with the learner’s understanding.
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By using vocabulary to answer simple questions,

the learner can confirm their morphological and

semantic knowledge of it
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The unit’s target grammar, expression, and topic vocabulary are included and presented in the dialogue for the learner
to internalize them. Speaking consists of 1, 2, and 3. Speaking 1 and 2 are set up as replacement practices for the target
grammar and topic vocabulary, respectively, while Speaking 3 is conversational dialogue.
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By substituting the vocabulary and expressions, the learner
can accurately learn the target grammar and expressions as
well as prepare for Speaking 3.
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To help the learner formulate meaningful discourse, 2-3
situational examples are presented through pictures, and
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words are provided so the learner can practice speaking
fluently.
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As a dialogue of the unit’s topic, it helps the learner practice
composing oral discourse on their own.
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Pronunciation Simple pronunciation tips are offered to
increase accuracy and fluency.

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skills by having them compose short discourses related to the topic and
functions of listening.
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This section is composed of Warm-up, Reading 1, 2, and Speaking.
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As the pre-reading stage, the learner's background
knowledge is activated by presenting questions, photos,

and illustrations that the learner can predict what they will
read,
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Reading 1, 2 include the target grammar and expressions
that have been presented according to the level of
difficulty. In addition, practical and diverse types of texts
appropriate for the learner’s level are shown. There are
questions so the learner can confirm the content of what
they read and check their own level of understanding.
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As the post-reading stage, the learner will be able to speak
about the topic and function of reading. Furthermore,
speaking activities are connected to writing to increase
their association.
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For learners to refer to the grammar and expressions, the
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corresponding pages of the separately composed grammar
explanation book are marked.
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Based on the outline written in Warm-up, process-oriented
writing activities are carried out. It is intended to improve the

Hangeul, the Korean alphabet, was created by King Sejong the Great, the fourth king of the Joseon
dynasty. Before the creation of Hangeul, Koreans borrowed Chinese characters for their writing system
because they were without their own. However, the commoners often suffered injustices due to the
difficulty of learning Chinese characters. Saddened by this, King Sejong the Great, with the help of
Jiphyeonjeon (the Hall of Worthies) scholars, created "Hunminjeongum’ that anyone could conveniently
learn and use. Meaning ‘the proper sounds to instruct the people,” Hunminjeongum recorded the
purpose and principles of Hangeul. In 1997, the Haeryebon Edition of the Hunminjeongum Manuscript

was registered as a UNESCO Memory of the World for its value as a phonological writing creation

principle.

When Hangeul was created by King Sejong the Great, it had a total of 28 characters consisting of 17
consonants and 11 vowels, but only 24 characters are in use now. The most significant characteristic
of the principles of consonants is that the basic consonants ‘71, L, O, A O’ are modeled after the
articulatory shapes of the vocal organs. Based on the basic consonants ‘71, L, O, A O the current 19
consonants were completed by adding a stroke to a consonant or duplicating it.
